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Non-Fiction
Sometimes the truth is stranger than fiction, so we read about real-life events. 

If we are able to analyse non-fiction, then we understand word choices and what the media is really telling us! 

Ask a teacher or TA for a non-fiction article. It could be about something you have studied in class, or just something that interests you. Read and summarise the article’s main points to earn a stamp. 
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Achieve over 75% on an Accelerated Reader quiz
If you have recently read book and want to show off your understanding, what are you waiting for? Log onto Accelerated Reader and complete a quiz on what you have read. 
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Characterisation
Interesting characters are what bring stories to life! 

Choose from one of the following activities: 

· Write a letter that one of the characters of a book, play or poem studied at GCSE  might have written asking someone for advice in order to solve a problem you think they have. 
· What character would you like to be in this text?  Why?  What personality traits of this character would you like to acquire?

· Imagine that a character in the book is being written up in the newspaper 20 years after the novel ends.  Write the article.  Where has life taken him/her?  Why?
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Reading from Other Cultures
Read a book, story or poem by someone from another culture. To gain a stamp, write down or discuss the following:
· What you have read. 

· What culture your reading was from. 

· What you have learned about another culture from your reading. 
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Reading for Pleasure
Read a book at home, just for fun. Tell your Teacher all about this book and earn a stamp. You may even earn a second stamp for successfully completing a quiz on this book. 




Write a narrative about a time when things turned out unexpectedly…
All good stories are a form of art and art imitates life. Life is nothing if not full of surprises! 
Write about a time, real or imagined when things took an unexpected turn. It could be a spooky surprise, a horrifying twist, an unplanned journey, or even just a time things simply turned out different for better or worse. 
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Read a short story out loud to someone
Reading aloud has so many benefits! It improves vocabulary, builds confidence, helps develop connections and links between the spoken and written word.
Choose one of the following tasks:
· Volunteer to read a short story in English or Tutor time. 
· Ask to read a short story to Primary. 

· Read a short story to a younger family member. Bring in a photo of this and explain what you read and if your family member enjoyed it.


Write an article
Choose a topic that you feel strongly about, research it and write a newspaper or website article about it. This could be about a school related issue such as uniform or school rules, or about a real-world issue you feel strongly about such as bullying, racism or any topic in the news at the moment. 
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Become a word millionaire
There are strong links between those who read for enjoyment and the type of job they get in future. Quiz enough books to show you have read over one million words! This challenge sounds daunting, but is actually easier than you would think. Who wouldn’t want to be a millionaire? 




Get published!
Check the Young Writer’s website for upcoming competitions, or ask your Teacher for more details to submit your work to competitions where publication is the prize! Bishopton pupils have been featured in Young Writer’s anthologies regularly since 2016 and you too could become a published poet or short story writer!

Have a debate
Who is the villain in your class reading book? Do you have an opinion on a book you have read that others do not share? Do you feel strongly about uniform, school rules, law changes or social issues? Whatever it is, being able to give your opinion in an articulate, well informed and respectful way is an important skill in both English and in everyday life. You could complete this task as a Speaking and Listening assessment or task in lesson, or even take your ideas to student council. Remember to be as persuasive as possible. 
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Audiobooks and Podcast

Listen to an audiobook or podcast about something you are interested in. Be sure to feedback to staff and talk about what you have listened to and your opinions on it.

Reading is important for many reasons, such as learning new things, expanding the mind and boosting imagination. Many people also read for pleasure, which in turn can help the reader relax and better handle the stress in their life.





During your time at our school, we would like you to experience the joy of reading for pleasure and to help you we have created a Reading Passport for you to enjoy. 





The challenge is to do as many reading activities on this passport as you can before you leave us to progress to the next step in your education. 





The more stamps you can achieve the greater the reward at the end of it. Once you have completed your passport, you must take it to either Miss Tokat, Miss Glew, Mrs Campbell or Mrs Carr, who will review the progress you have made and present you with a £10 voucher for a retailer of your choice, to say well done for your hard work.
